Print out the two sheets above, cut around each picture and stack them in numbered order.

Put two staples top and bottom in the blank space on the left-hand side of the picture.

Now flip!

If you like, you can cut, copy and paste the pictures provided to make new cells and sequences

(Only if you’ve got plenty of time on your hands that is…very good therapy for convicts and insane people)

A stiff paper is recommended for maximum flip!
